About the Prize

· There are two categories: fiction and non-fiction.

· There is no age restriction.

· A winner will be chosen in EACH category, and awarded $2500.

· There will be a different topic theme each year, which will apply to both the fiction and non-fiction categories.  See below.
· Entries must be 2,000 words minimum, 3,000 words maximum.
· The NZ Listener will promote the competition and print the winning fiction and creative non-fiction entries. 

· The International Institute of Modern Letters will shortlist entries and appoint a judge to select the two winners.
· The Royal Society will administer the competition and arrange for the winners to attend a presentation function, all expenses paid.

Conditions of Entry
· Entries must be original work, not published (electronically or in print) or broadcast elsewhere, and the work of the author alone.
· Entrants must be New Zealanders by birth or naturalisation, or have been in residence in New Zealand for three years continuously immediately prior to the Closing Date.
· No staff member of the Royal Society of New Zealand, the International Institute of Modern Letters, or the NZ Listener, may enter.  

· No entry may be entered, or have been entered, into any other competition until after the presentation date of the Prize.
· Only one entry per entrant is allowed in each of the fiction/non-fiction categories.
· Entrants must use a pen name on their entry.  
· Late entries will not be accepted.
· Entries must be typed, in English, and double spaced, with pages numbered.
· Entrants in the creative non-fiction category must provide a bibliography and list of other information sources.  
· No responsibility is taken for entries, but receipt of entries will be acknowledged by email, or by post, if a stamped addressed envelope is provided.
· The judge’s decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.
· Manuscripts will not be returned.

· Winners will be required to submit electronic versions of their entries.
· Winners will be required to provide their names, entry details, biographical information and photographs to the Royal Society of New Zealand and the NZ Listener for promotional purposes. 
Topic Theme: Climate Change
Many scientists and social scientists believe that climate change is a serious threat to human civilisation.  Regardless of climate change, we need to find sustainable forms of agriculture, manufacturing and energy.  How will we respond?  How can we respond?  
This theme applies to both the fiction and creative non-fiction categories.  Entries will be judged on their literary merits, and the extent to which they are likely to engage the reader.
